Chinese Communist Party Turns 
Labor Camps into Organ Banks  
Prisoners Shipped in Freight Trains by Night

The largest camp, codenamed “672-S,” is 
said to hold over 120,000 people, among 
whom are Falun Gong and other prisoners of 
conscience. 
 
According to the source, captive Falun Gong 
practitioners are shipped in “sealed freight 
trains” to and from the camps, with as many 
as 5,000 being transferred in a single day. 
 
A broad range of Chinese officials, medical 
workers, and military staff had to participate 
in the now well-known scandal for it to 
successfully mislead media and investigators 
for months.

What is Falun Gong (Falun Dafa)? 
 
Falun Gong, also known as Falun Dafa, is an 
ancient self-improvement practice of mind, 
body and spirit that is guided by the 
principles of Truthfulness, Compassion, 
and Tolerance. Practitioners of Falun Gong 
aspire to live by these principles in their daily 
lives, striving to achieve a state of 
selflessness and inner balance.  
 
Falun Gong, which is 
rooted in the 
traditional Chinese 
culture, was first 
introduced to the 
public in China by Li 
Hongzhi in 1992.  It 
quickly spread 
throughout the world 
and is credited with 
helping practitioners 
achieve both physical 
and mental health.  
 
There is no organization, obligations, or 
membership in Falun Gong. The practice is 
taught free of charge by volunteers in over 60 
countries worldwide.

Why the Persecution in China? 
 
The former Chinese Communist leader Jiang 
Zemin launched this persecution in July 1999. 
Why: 

o Jiang was insecure about his authority 
and jealous of Falun Gong’s popularity—
by the late 1990’s, 70-100 million people 
were practicing in China, outnumbering 
the Communist Party membership. 

o Falun Gong’s principles of Truth, 
Compassion, and Tolerance stand in 
direct opposition to the nature of the 
Chinese Communist Party (CCP), which 
defies traditional values and does not 
allow any freedom of belief. The head of 
the CCP fears losing control over 
people’s minds. 

Since then, hundreds of thousands of Falun 
Gong practitioners have been illegally 
detained in prisons, labor camps, and so-
called mental hospitals for refusing to 
denounce Falun Gong.  They are routinely 
beaten, tortured, raped, and injected with 
nerve damaging drugs. 
 
Over 2,800 have been confirmed dead as a 
result of torture by March of 2006. 
 

 
 

No One Has Ever Come out Alive 
 

Ever since March 8, 2006, several witnesses 
stepped forward to reveal that the Chinese 
Communist Party (CCP) set up many secret 
death camps around China to imprison Falun 
Gong practitioners. For one that once 
detained 6,000, no detainee is known to have 
ever left the place alive.  
 
These death camps are equipped with  
medical staff members and facilities to 
accommodate their practice of harvesting 
organs from living, breathing 
prisoners of conscience and then 
destroying their bodies as evidence.  
The organs are then sold for profit, many of 
which to foreigners.  

A source stated, "The horrors inside these 
vicious Secret Death Camps are shocking, 
and the brutality of harvesting the detainees' 
organs and selling them for a huge profit is 
mind-boggling."   

A report by Agence France Presse in October 
of 2000, told of two concentration camps in 
China, both specifically for Falun Gong 
detainees. The camps were said to have been 
built in northwest and northeast China, with 
each capable of holding up to 50,000 persons.    

Days later, reports leaked out of China 
describing one such camp in the Northwestern 
province of Xinjiang.  Sources inside China
